He had been admitted at the Apollo Hospital here for brain surgery, former CEC S.Y, Quraishi posted on X.
“Sad to know about Passing on of Shri Navin Chawla, former Chief Election Commissioner of India. May his soul rest in peace,” Mr.

Quraishi said,

Chawla had a long association with Mother Teresa. He first met her as a young Civil Servant and maintained a life long association
with her, helping her with her work.

In 1992 he wrote her biography, entitled “Mother Teresa’. M1. Chawla's interest in the leprosy condition also resulted in a report on
“The Vocational Rehabilitation and Social Re-integration of the Leprosy Affected in India’, which was released by Mother Teresa in
1987.

His tenure as Election Commissioner was mired in controversy when then CEC N. Gopalaswami recomme nded his removal to the
government. It was the culmination of differences within the three-member commission on many crucial decisions.

Mr. Gopalaswami's recommendation, which came about three months before he was to demit office as CEC, was based on a petition
by the BIP, which had complained against the “partisan’ functioning of Mt Chawla.

It was, however, rejected by then President Pratibha Patil.The Supreme Court had also dismissed a lawsuit that sought his removal.

"The counsel appearing for respondent number 1 prays for further time to file affidavit. Let the affidavit be filed within three weeks
from today. We deem it appropriate to direct respondent no 1 to maintain the CCTV recordings as they were doing earlier,” the bench

said.

The top court on January 15 sought responses from the Centre and the poll panel on Congress general secretary Jairam Ramesh's plea
against the recent amendments, including no public access 0 CCTV, to the 1961 election rules.

Singh said the decision to increase the number of voters per polling booth was arbitrary and not based on any data.

On October 24, the top court refused to issue any notice to the poll panel but allowed the petitioner to serve the copy to the standing
counsel of the ECI so that its stand on the issue is known.

The petitioner contended the poll panel's decision would impact the voters during the ensuing assembly elections in Maharashtra,
Bihar and Delhi.

Singh said elections were normally held for 11 hours and it took about 60 to 90 seconds to cast a vote, and therefore 660 to 490
persons could cast their vote in a day at one polling station with one EVM.

Considering the average voting percentage to be 65.70%, it was perceivable that a polling station prepared to accept 1,000 electors saw
around 650 turn up.

"In such a situation, about 20% of voters will either end up standing in the queue beyond the voting hours ot due to long waiting
times, will abandon exercising their right to vote.

“I want to congratulate the people of Delhi. Today, the struggle of the AAP’s Delhi
government and 2.5 crore people of Delhi has succeeded and delivered results. On January
26-27, the Haryana government was sending toxic water to Delhi with 7 PPM (parts per
million) of ammonia. Today, that level has come down to 2.1 PPM. With 2.1 PPM, most of
our water treatment plants can function properly, and people can get relatively clean
water,” Mr. Kejriwal told the media after the meeting.

Mr. Kejriwal claimed that this proves that the BJ P-governed Haryana was “deliberately”
sending contaminated water to Delhi to create chaos. “If they had no control over it, how
did the ammonia level in the water suddenly rise, and how did it drop just as suddenly
after we raised our voices?” he asked.

He said that if the EC does not act on this matter, it will set a “dangerous precedent” for
the entire country. “It would mean that any State receiving water from another State
could face a water blockade during elections. If a State is holding elections, its water
supply could be stopped, leading to chaos among the people and directly influencing the
elections.
