Amid the row surrounding
the Yamuna river, the Ha-
Tyana government on Wed-
nesday lodged a case
against Aam Aadmi Party
supremo Arvind Kejriwal
for accusing it of “poison-
ing” Delhi’s water supply.

Haryana Minister Vipul
Goel said the BJP govern-
ment had taken strong cog-
nisance of Mr. Kejriwal’s
Statement regarding water
supply, and has filed a case
against him in the Sonipat
court under the Disaster
Management Act.

He termed Mr. Kejri-
wal’s statement absurd and
misleading, and urged the
Election Commission to
take strict cognisance of
the statements.

“Whoever makes or cir-
culates a false alarm or
warning as to disaster or
its severity or magnitude,
leading to panic, shall on
conviction, be punishable
with imprisonment which
may extend to one year or
with fine,” Section 54 of
the act states.

Notably, the Election
Commission (EC) has
sought proef from Mr
Kejriwal of his claim.
