The voter turnout in the fi-
nal of the two-phase Lok
Sabha polls in Karnataka
on Tuesday stood at
70.41%, higher than the
68.96% recorded in 2019 in
these 14 seats. Chikkodi
had the highest turnout
with 76.99%.

The seats that went to
polls on Tuesday are most-
ly in the northern belt, co-
vering Kalyana-Karnataka
and Bombay-Karnataka re-
gions, a couple of central
districts and coastal Uttara
Kannada.

While Chikkodi had the
highest turnout, Kalaburgi
had the lowest, 61.73%. Ma-
noj Kumar Meena, Chief
Electoral Officer for Karna-
taka, said the voting per-
centage is likely to increase
further after final reports
are obtained.

Chikkodi was followed
by Haveri (76.78%), Davan-
gere (76.23%), Shivamogga
(76.05%), Dharwad
(72.53%), Uttara Kannada

(73.52%) and  Ballari
(72.35%).
Kalaburagi, Raichur, Bi-

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EC directs X to take down
animated video by BJP, on
Karnataka Congress plaint

The Election Commission
on Tuesday directed the
social media platform X to
take down an animated vi-
deo posted by the Karnata-
ka unit of the Bharatiya Ja-
nata Party (BJP).

The video features cari-
catures of Congress leader
Rahul Gandhi and Karnata-
ka Chief Minister Siddara-
maiah and suggests that
the party is diverting funds
and resources from the
Scheduled Castes, the
Scheduled Tribes, and the
Other Backward Classes to
Muslims.

The post, which has gar-
nered over 90 lakh views,
remained accessible at the
time of going to press.

In a notice to the nodal
officer of X, the commis-

sion said the video was
“yiolative of extant legal
framework”.

The Karnataka Pradesh
Congress Committee had
complained on May 5 that
the video violated the Mo-
del Code of Conduct
(MCC), following which
Chief Electoral Officer Ma-
noj Kumar Meena, through
the Karnataka Cybercrime
Division, ordered X to take
down the post.

“However, the post has
not been taken down yet,”
Anuj Chandak, a Deputy
Director at the Election
Commission, said in the

notice. “Therefore, ‘X’ is
directed to take down the
post immediately,” Mr.
Chandak said.

This video is one of

three on this theme put out
by the BJP recently. A video
posted on May 6 by Arvind
Dharmapuri, BJP candi-
date from Nizamabad, Te-
langana, depicts Congress
leaders encouraging Mus-
lim persons getting on a
boat and throwing SC, ST,
and OBC people off the
boat.

Casting doubts on the Elec-
tion Commission’s func-
tioning and criticising the
panel for not publishing
actual voting data, the de-
lay in releasing poll tur-
nout data, and the non-pu-
blication of the final voters’
lists for the upcoming
phases, Congress presi-
dent Mallikarjun Kharge
wondered whether all this
was an effort to “doctor”
the final results.

delay raised doubts on the
quality of data.

The election panel, Mr.
Kharge said, had not ex-
plained why there was a
delay in releasing data on
the voter turnout, consi-
dering the norm so far had
been to publish it within 24
hours of polling.

The provisional polling

percentages for the first
phase, released at 7 p.m.
on April 19 for 102 seats,
was about 60%, and for the
second phase on April 26
for 88 seats was 60.96%.
But the final figures re-
leased on April 30 for the
first phase stood at 66.14%,
and at 66.71% for the se-
cond phase. he wanted the
ECI to explain this surge in
polling percentages.

Apart from the delay,

T southern States - Kerala,

Tamil Nadu, Kamnaraka, Andhra
Pradesh, and Telangana - vary
considerably compared to those in
other regions, especially the
north, according to the pre-poll
survey conducted by the Centre
for the Study of Developing Sod-
ties (CSDS»Loknit in March-April.

For example, in the survey,
when asked to rate their satisfac-
tion level with the Central govern-
ment, only 16% in the south said
they were fully satisfied compared
with 27% from the north and west
and 21% from the east and north-
east. When asked whether the
construction of the Ram Mandir
will impact Hindus, 28% from the
south said it won't impact Hindus
much, the highest share among all
the regions. Also, 38% from the
south said they intend to vote for
the BJP and its allies in 2024 com-
pared with 50% in the north and
west and 47% in the east and
north-east.

Past election results show that
such stark differences in opinions
impacted the regions’ voting beha-
viour too. The tables in the graphic
depict the region-wise voting pat-
terns in 2019 and 2014. However,
the comparison is based on the al-
liances formed to fight the 2024
general election. The regions are
based on geographical and linguis-
tic divides (see graphic footnote).

Table 1A shows the percentage
of seats won by alliances (based on
current coalitions) in 2019 across
regions. Table 1B shows the per-
centage of votes secured by them

in 2019 across regions. Table 2A
and 2B show the same for 2014.
Table 3 shows the difference in
seat and vote share between 2014
and 2019.

As can be seen from Tables 1
and 2, the NDA was strongest in

| the Hindi heartland and the west
| inboth 2014 and 2019, In the Hindi
heartland, the NDA secured a vote
share of 47.1% in 2014 and 53.9% in
2019, In the west, it secured a vote
share of 52.1%in 2014 and 54.8%in
2019. The NDA also secured 85-
90% of seats in these regions in
both the polls. Note that in the
west, the Shiv Sena is counted as
the NDA's ally for these calcula-
tions as the Eknath Shinde faction
retained the party symbol. The
Uddhav Thackeray faction is fight-
ing the election as a part of the IN-
| DIA alliance.

| Interestingly,

, between 2014 and
2019, the NDA’s vote share reduced
| only in the south, by 0.2% peints,
even as it increased everywhere
else. As Table 3B shows, the NDA's
vote share increased by 21.4%
points in the east, 8.6% points in
the north-east, and 3.8% points in
the non-Hindi-speaking north.
This means that the NDA’s perfor-
mance improved considerably in
the east, north-east and non-Hindi
north, which were its relatively
weaker areas in 2014, while wor-
sening marginally in the south.

The INDIA alliance’s only in-
crease in vote share between 2014
and 2019 came in the south - 5.5 %
points (Table 3B), largely owing to
a surge in support in Tamil Nadu
(over 20% points). In 2019, while
the alliance’s strongest showing
came from the non-Hindi north,
with a 45.7% vote share, it still lost
7.7% points in the region.

This time, the NDA's perfor-
mance in the south depends on
factors such as the impact of the
snapping of ties between the
AIADMK and the BJP on the NDA
in Tamil Nadu, the performance of
the new alliance of the BJP, TDP,
and the Jana Sena Party in Andhra
Pradesh, and the ramifications of
the Prajwal Revanna videotapes
scandal on the BJP-JD(S) alliance in
Karnataka. The INDIA bloc’s for-
tunes depend on the cohesion of
the alliance in Tamil Nadu, Kera-
la’s polity remaining bipolar, and
the Congress’ resurgence in Karna-

taka and Telangana.
