.mission of India
(EC) on Monday an-
nounced that the byelec-
tion to the Vikravandi As-
sembly constituency in
Villupuram district would
be held on July 10, along
with byelections to 12 other
seats across the country.
The Vikravandi seat was
declared vacant.following
the death of DMK legislator
N. Pugazhenthi in April.
The counting of the votes
would take place on July 13,
the EC notification said.
“The Model Code of
Conduct shall come into
force with immediate -ef-
fect in the district(s) in
which the whole or any
| part of the Assembly con-
stituency going for election
is included,” it said.
According to the sche-
dule, a tte notification
would be issued on June
14, and the last date for fil-
ing of nominations is June
21. The nominations would
be scrutinised on June 24.

According to the schedule, a gazette notification would beissued on
June 14, and the last date for filing of nominations is June2l.

Candidates who wish to
withdraw their nomina-
tions could do so till June

26.

The EC has appointed
District Supply and Con-
sumer Protection Officer
M. Chandrasekar as the Re-
turning Officer for the con-
stituency.

Flying squads in place
The district administration
has formed three flying

squads and as many static
surveillance teams for each
of the seven Assembly con-
stituencies in Villupuram
district.

Each team, headed by
an official in the rank of an
Executive Magistrate,
would carry out round-the-
clock monitoring of poll
violations.

Accounting and video
surveillance teams have
been constituted as well.

The surveillance teams
would comprise videogra-
phers and audit personnel,
while police personnel and
officers would constitute
the flying squads.

A voters' helpline has
been set up, and informa-
tion on polling booths can
be obtained by dialling
1950.

As per the final electoral

roll, the total number of
voters in Vikravandi is
2,34,173 - 1,15,749 men,
1,18,393 women, and 31
persons of the third
gender.
. This would be the se-
cond byelection to the As-
sembly seat in six years.
Following the death of
DMK MLA K. Rathamani in
2019, a byelection was held
the same year, with the
ALADMK’s R. Muthamilsel-
van winning the seat.

However, within two
years, Pugazhenthi, who
lost to the AIADMK candi-
date in the 2019 byelec-
tion, wrested control of the
seat by defeating him in
the 2021  Assembly
election.

ously to win the seat.

The filing of nominations
will begin from June 14, and
the last date for filing of nomi-
nation is June 21, Scrutiny of
nominations will take place on
June 24 and the last date for
withdrawal of nomination is
June 26. The counting of votes
and declaration of results will

be on July 13,

Speaking to reporters at the
secretariat, Chief Electoral Of-
ficer Satyabrata Sahoo said the
model code of conduct has
come into effect in Villupuram
district in which the Vikravan-
di Assembly constituency is lo-
cated, Sahoosaid the state gov-
