Women voters outnum-
bered men by 4.8% in the
first phase of Jharkhand
Assembly election.

As many as 37 of the 43
constituencies that went to
the polls on Wednesday
saw more women casting
their votes than men, ac-
cording to data released by
the State Election Commis-
sion on Friday.

A voter turnout of
66.65% was recorded in
this phase, a 2.75% in-
crease from 2019, said K.
Ravi Kumar, Jharkhand
Chief Electoral Office, in
Ranchi. The turnout
among men was 64.27%
and 69.04% among Wwo-
men.
