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Of the 873 candidates con-
testing the Jammu and
Kashmir Assembly elec-
tion, 137 are from national
parties, 205 from regional
parties, and 185 from regis-
tered unrecognised par-
ties.

A total of 346 are con-
testing as Independents,
shows an analysis by the
Association for Democratic
Reforms (ADR) and Jammu
and Kashmir Election
Watch. Only 43 candidates
are women.

The report also shows
that the percentage of can-
didates with criminal cases
has gone up from 6% in
2014 to 17% in 2024.

The ADR analysed the
self-sworn affidavits of 872
candidates. The affidavit of
an Independent candidate,
Sarjan Ahmad Wagay, in
the Beerwah constituency
has not been analysed as a
clear and complete docu-
ment of his was unavaila-
ble on the Election Com-
mission website at the time
of compiling the report.

The Assembly election
is being held in three phas-
es on September 18 and 25
and October 1.

The corres-
ponding figure for 2014
was 33 (4%).

The Peoples Democratic
Party (PDP) has nine candl
dates with serious
cases and the Bharatiya Ja-
nata Party and the Con-
gress have five each. The
Democratic ~ Progressive
Azad Party (DPAP) has
three candidates with se-
rious criminal cases, while
the Bahujan Samaj Party
(BSP) has one.

There are 410 candi-
dates who are crorepatis
(net worth more than a
crore). The average assets
of candidates amounted to
¥3.65 crore.
