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Trinamool
leaders meet
CEO over ‘fake
voter’ issue

A delegation of the Trina-
mool Congress met with
the Chief Electoral Officer
on Thursday to discuss al-
leged discrepancies in the
State’s voters’ lists, an issue
flagged by West Bengal
Chief Minister Mamata Ba-
nerjee at a party meeting
recently.

“If Aadhaar can have a
unique ID number, then
why will voter IDs not have
a unique identity number?
This is our demand. If it is
not fulfilled, we will have
to launch a large-scale
movement as directed by
our leader Mamata Baner-
jee,” legislator Firhad Ha-
kim said after the meeting.

“We have demanded
that when a voter makes an
online application, they
must undergo physical ver-
ification by the Block Land
and Land Reforms Officer.
Moreover, unique ID num-
bers for every voter must
be ensured by the Election
Commission of India. This
must be verified and moni-
tored,” he added.
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"TMC to raise voter ID
duplication issue in Parl

NEW: DELHI: The Trinamool
Congress (TMC) will raise the
issue of voter ID number
duplication in the second half
of Parliament’s Budget Session
that starts on Monday, party
leader Derek O’Brien said.

In a blog post published on Thurs-
day, O’Brien, TMC’s parliamenta-
ry party leader in Rajya Sabha,
said several opposition parties
have conveyed that they want to
take up a discussion on issues re-
lated to the home ministry first.
“The second part of the Budget

Session of Parliament begins in a
few days (March 10). The first part
of the Session, last month, faced
significant setbacks, marked by
legislative inertia, procedural ne-
glect and a weakening of institu-
tional norms - frends that should
concern every citizen,” O’Brien
said in the blogpost.

He said the issue of duplication
of voter ID numbers will be raised
on the floor of Parliament. The
matter was taken up by TMC chief
and West Bengal Chief Minister
Mamata Banerjee last week in the
state.
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
